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EXERCISES FOR BETTER FACES

Several chorus members have asked me what they
could doon their own toimprove their faces for the Stage
Presence in songs. Idecided to give a short list of some
basic exercises that can help anyone, even experienced
barbershoppers.

First, warm up your face muscles before singing.
Open yourmouth and your eyes as wide as youcan. Then
scrunch up your face like a child about to cry. Repeat
several imes. Move yourjaw from side to side. Do some
neck rolls and turn yourhead from side toside. Then take
amirror and try smiling and frowning in the mirror to get
a real sense of what you want to look like.,

Secorid, sing the song to your mirror. Often, we have
no idea what we look like when we sing. In our own
minds we have a great big smile on our face, but the
mirror won't lie—-that smile is never as big as you think it
15.

Many of us are concentrating so hard on how to sing
that our faces lose most of their expression. If you are
singing before rehearsal with a few friends, you can try
an exercise called mirroring. Pick the singer who has the
best face. Then, as you sing, all of you watch him and ry
to conscipusly mirror his face with yours.

Finally, read the song. This seems obvious, but
actually mostof usdon'tdo ituntil we're told to. Justtake
the song and read the words and THINK about what it
is the song writer is trying to say. What effect is he/she
trying to produce? Once you've thought about that, it
becomes much easier to make your face work on trying
to create the effect.

None of these exercises will immediately make you
the bestface in the chorus, but regular use of them WILL
make you a better face in the chorus.

Between
songs we smile a lot. Now if we show these
smiles, while singing, and let them shine
through our eyes, let them reflect in our
posture, and radiate in our facial express-
ions, we'll have gour listeners believing as
we do, that we want to KEEF THE WHOLE WORLD
SIHNGING. . . .l
